FINANCIAL REPORT: There was no report due the treasurer’s absence

PAST MINUTES: accepted as amended for December 3, 2014.

BEGINNING WITH HABITAT (BwH): Bethany Atkins form BwH spoke about the three
main focus areas that should be addressed and identified where these areas are within
Eliot stating that communities can help maintain habitat by focusing on these areas. She
was very informative and said that she would send her PowerPoint presentation to Kim
Richards.

Bethany had other sources she mentioned beyond what she had on her slides, such as
best practices regarding vernal pools, and will send these links as well to Kim.

In addition, she brought with her several copies of information that is also obtainable on
the website.

She mentioned that help is available if Eliot wanted to map out its vernal pools. Arundel,
Falmouth and Orono have already done a study to map their vernal pools.

She suggested that builders should be showing vernal pools and other vulnerable
habitats on their plans. She also said that any builder should be checking with the
various agencies as they begin to plan and design the properties.

Bethany added that BwH and IFW have helped design some areas in the past to
minimize the impact on vulnerable habitats.



During the evening she also mentioned that BwH has a “toolbox” on their website that
has a lot of informative material that can help municipalities as they begin to grow. She
said there was an example of one from the town of Brunswick for their conservation
plan regarding cluster housing.

She mentioned in particular that Karen Young has helped local conservation
commissions and most recently has been working with MTA2C Coalition as they have
been seeking a Wild and Scenic designation for the York River area bordering Eliot.

Before she left she gave the commission and the Planning Board a set of 6 large maps
that are also available (and updated regularly) on the BwH website.

BUDGET 2015-2016: It was agreed and supported by unanimous vote that we should
submit a budget for $6, 954.00 that would include funding for the land bank, a banner
for our official table at various functions in town, cost of mounting the maps that Bethany
Atkins from BwH left as well as normal operating expenses that are put in the budget
annually.

PAMPHLET: Kim completed another tri-fold pamphlet. This one is for an easement on
the Punkintown Forest land.

LETTER TO BOS: Kim Richards and Connie Weeks will write-up the letter that was
referenced in the December minutes regarding the Punkintown Forest access issue.
Connie will call Dana Lee regarding an update on his efforts to contact the town lawyer
regarding overall fees and costs along with determining the least expensive and most
efficient way to proceed.

MEACC requested a donation from all conservation commissions. Kim Richards will find
out when dues are due.

DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS REVIEW: There are no current projects before the
Planning Board. The Planning Board is in their third revision of the Growth Ordinance
Revision.

OLD BUSINESS: All members are tasked with reviewing the Comprehensive Plan noting
what we have accomplished to date. This report needs to be completed by the ECC
and turned in by February 23, 2015.

Ernie Bruneau checked his records and noted that on January 29, 2015 the Town is
able to take over the properties that are adjacent to Town properties in the Johnson
Lane Town Forest.

Ernie also checked that the Town does indeed have a leash law.
ROUND TABLE: There were no comments.
